Super Typhoon Batters Taiwan
he most severe typhoon of the year to date struck Taiwan in the early morning hours of Father’s Day, causing widespread destruction. Dubbed Typhoon Soudelor, it was the strongest storm the island 
　(1)　 since the infamous typhoon Morakot, which battered Taiwan six years earlier to the day. However, while the latter storm killed close to seven hundred people and caused over NT$19 billion in damage, Soudelor caused 　(2)　 than a dozen fatalities and far less property damage.

Wind gusts of well over 200 kilometers per hour were recorded, and sustained winds reached speeds of close to 150 kilometers per hour, strong enough to 　(4)　 thousands of signs and trees being knocked down. Due to the severe weather, all domestic and international flights, as well as high speed rail services, 　(5)　 on August 8, stranding thousands of travelers.

年至目前為止最劇烈的颱風蘇迪勒於父親節早晨肆虐全臺，對本島造成大規模的破壞。在經歷了六年前父親節重創臺灣惡名昭彰的莫拉克颱風後，此次命名為蘇迪勒的颱風是臺灣遇過威力最大的颱風。然而，當年莫拉克颱風造成了近七百人傷亡以及超過一百九十億元的損害，蘇迪勒則只造成不到十二人傷亡以及較少的財產損失。
但是，這並不代表這個颱風不夠劇烈。陣風高過於時速兩百公里，而持續陣風達到將近時速一百五十公里，威力足以造成街頭上數以千計的招牌與路樹滿地傾倒。由於天氣情況惡劣，所有八月八日的國內線和國際航線全部停飛，連同高鐵也全線暫停營業服務，成千上萬的旅客遭到滯留。
不像當年的莫拉克帶來了臺灣南半部強大雨量，這次蘇迪勒則是造成臺灣北部受雨勢影響最慘重。臺北市與新北市地區面臨山崩與嚴重的淹水，而大量的汙泥導致汙水處理廠負荷過大，使得民生用水遭到汙染。蘇迪勒颱風襲臺期間，造成全臺超過四百萬戶停電的嚴重災情，創紀錄新高，讓臺灣電力公司花了數天的時間才讓一些災區完全恢復供電。
多數猛烈的颱風都會造成死亡，所幸此次傷亡人數比預期地少。而這次最為不幸的傷亡之一，或許是屏東一名值勤的消防隊員在清理路面瓦礫時，遭到酒駕的機車騎士撞死的悲劇。

Outrage over Killing of Lion
hock and outrage were expressed over the killing of Cecil the lion, a popular tourist attraction for visitors to Hwange National Park in Zimbabwe. Thirteen-year-old Cecil, who was the leader of two prides of lions, was shot in late June by American dentist and big game hunter Walter Palmer using a bow and arrow. Although Cecil resided within the boundaries of a nature reserve and enjoyed protected status that was supposed to keep it safe from hunters, the guides assisting Mr. Palmer allegedly lured the beast out of the park in order to kill it. Compounding the tragedy was the fact that Cecil was not killed outright by the initial arrow. It took the hunters forty hours to track down the wounded animal, and when they found it, they reportedly shot it dead with a rifle before removing its skin and head.

When the details of the killing came to light, the reaction from animal rights activists, celebrities, politicians, and the online community was swift and severe. Mr. Palmer received a great deal of negative attention in the media and social networking community, and he was ultimately forced to temporarily close his dental practice and go into hiding. The two men who assisted him in the hunt are facing prosecution from authorities in Zimbabwe for illegally killing the lion and could spend as much as fifteen years in prison if found guilty. The Zimbabwean government is also actively trying to get Mr. Palmer sent back to their country so that he can be charged with illegal poaching. 

The death of Cecil the lion has focused the attention of the international community on the issue of big game hunting. Many people, for example, were stunned to learn that over six hundred lions are killed each year in South Africa alone by trophy hunters. Animal rights activists feel this is wrong and must be stopped.

巴威萬基國家公園中受遊客歡迎的明星雄獅西塞爾遭到殺害的消息引發大眾的震驚及憤慨。十三歲的西塞爾是兩大獅群的領袖，牠在六月底遭受一位美國牙醫兼大型動物狩獵獵人華特‧帕默用弓箭射殺。雖然西塞爾居住在自然保護區的範圍內，享有被保護及安全無虞不受獵人威脅的生活。但據說當地嚮導協助帕默引誘這隻獅子離開國家公園以便獵殺牠。讓這件悲劇更慘烈的是西塞爾並沒有被最初射到牠的箭立即地殺死。獵殺者花了四十小時追蹤這隻受傷的動物，而根據報導當他們發現牠時，他們用來福槍射死牠，然後剝皮斬首。

當殺戮的細節曝光後，動物保育人士、名人、政治家，以及社群網路立即引發迅速且嚴峻的回應。帕默得到媒體以及社群網路負面的評價，而最終被迫暫時將牙醫診所歇業並藏匿行蹤。那兩位幫助他獵殺的人則是遭到辛巴威當局以非法獵殺獅子起訴。如果被判有罪，最多可能被關十五年。辛巴威政府也積極地試著把帕默引渡回辛巴威，以便用盜獵罪起訴他。

雄獅西塞爾的死已經吸引了國際社會對於大型動物狩獵這項議題的注意。比如說，很多人對於每年光是在南非就有超過六百頭獅子遭到戰利品狩獵的獵人所殺而感到震驚。動物保育人士覺得這樣做是不對的且必須被阻止。

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(	颱風（typhoon）是臺灣每年常見的天災（natural disaster）之一，颱風所帶來的強風（gust）或豪雨（downpour），常常導致各地有建築物（structure）被破壞或淹水（flood），嚴重時會影響供電或供水的系統而導致停水或停電（blackout）。在山區的豪雨則可能導致土石流（mudslide）或山崩（landslide）。因此，颱風來臨前，應特別注意氣象預報（weather forecast），並做好防範措施（precaution），而山區的居民更應配合當局（authority），提早做疏散撤離（evacuation），將颱風的破壞降至最低。
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(	戰利品狩獵（trophy hunting）由字面上（literally）可得知就是在狩獵時要留下曾經獵捕過的動物身上的一部份，比如說毛皮（fur）、獸角（antler, horn），甚至是獸頭將其製為標本以做為戰利品。而大型動物狩獵（big game hunting），就是戰利品狩獵中的一種。只不過這樣的活動有時會是非法獵捕（poach），所獵殺的動物更可能是瀕臨絕種的動物（endangered animal），因此常受到大眾，尤其是動物保育人士的譴責（condemnation）。
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
