Apple Pay Comes to Taiwan
n March 29th of this year, Apple’s contactless mobile payment service, Apple Pay, was launched in Taiwan. Seven banks in the nation now offer Apple Pay through their standard credit card services.
　(1)　 However, only users with more recent generations of the iPhone, iPad, and MacBook Pro can use Apple Pay. Apple Watch users also have access to the service, but without more advanced security features, such as fingerprint identification.

　(2)　 First launched in the United States in October of 2014, it is now available in 15 markets, with one third of these being in Asia. China was the first Asian country to support Apple Pay followed by Singapore, Hong Kong, Japan, and now Taiwan. Close to 50 major retailers and businesses in Taiwan currently accept payment through Apple Pay, including Starbucks, Carrefour, and FamilyMart. 　(3)　 1 
Apple Pay is currently one of a number of mobile payment services available worldwide. 　(4)　 Due to the increasing sophistication of computer hacking, it is feared that credit card details or other sensitive information may be stolen when people use services like Apple Pay. 　(5)　 Regardless of any controversy, it seems certain that mobile payment systems like Apple Pay will become more and more commonplace in society as we become increasingly dependent on and comfortable with information technology.

今年的三月二十九日，Apple的感應式行動支付服務—Apple Pay在臺啟用。現在國內有七家銀行透過他們的標準信用卡服務提供Apple Pay。使用Apple Pay服務的人可註冊最多八張信用卡，在商家進行感應式交易。然而，只有最近幾代iPhone、iPad和MacBook Pro的用戶才能使用Apple Pay。而Apple Watch用戶也可以取得這項服務，但沒有較先進的安全功能，如指紋辨識。

臺灣是最新一個引進Apple數位支付服務的國家。在二○一四年十月首度在美國啟用以來，現在有十五個市場在使用，而這當中有三分之ㄧ在亞洲。中國是第一個支援Apple Pay的亞洲國家，接著是新加坡、香港、日本和臺灣。臺灣目前有近五十個大型零售商和企業接受Apple Pay付款，包括星巴克、家樂福和全家便利商店。這個數字預期在未來會隨著更多使用者的加入而成長。

Apple Pay為目前世界上現有諸多行動支付服務中的其中一種。雖然許多人因為其便利及簡易而欣然接受這個新的付款方式，但有些人則表達關於其安全性的擔憂。由於電腦駭客入侵的手法日益精進，人們擔心信用卡的使用細節和其他敏感資訊，會在人們使用像Apple Pay這樣的服務時被竊取。為了減輕這些恐懼，Apple說明了內建在付款系統中的層層安全措施。儘管爭議不斷，隨著我們對資訊科技愈來愈依賴與感到自在的同時，像Apple Pay這種行動支付系統在社會上將愈來愈常見，似乎是確定的。

Outrage Over Passenger Forcibly Removed from Airliner
eople worldwide were shocked by a video that showed a passenger aboard a United Airlines flight being violently pulled from his seat and dragged down the aisle of the plane. The chaotic incident was captured by fellow passengers on phone videos that went viral almost immediately. It quickly proved to be a public relations disaster for the airline and raised concerns about how some large corporations treat their customers.

Prior to the scuffle, passengers had been informed that the flight was overbooked, and that four passengers would need to exit the plane. Despite the airline offering a US$800 voucher and a seat on the next available flight, none of the passengers volunteered to go. Four names were then randomly chosen, with medical physician Dr. David Dao being among them. 

When informed he had to leave the plane, Dao told United officials that he was a doctor and needed to be at work early the following morning. He then refused the demands of the aviation officers to exit the aircraft, saying he was not going to give up his seat. After Dr. Dao repeatedly insisted he was not willing to leave, the officers manhandled him out of his seat and down the aisle, leaving Dr. Dao with injuries that required hospitalization. The entire shocking event was filmed from beginning to end by a number of different passengers.

United Airlines received immediate public backlash from the incident. CEO Oscar Munoz was criticized for his handling of it, and the company’s stock price plunged, causing the value of United Airlines to drop by hundreds of millions of dollars. The airline eventually took responsibility, apologizing to Dr. Dao and promising that incidents like this would never happen again in the future. Consumer rights groups said the incident shows how major corporations often do not respect and appreciate their customers, and that consumers should consider events like this when choosing to patronize a business.

世界的人們都因為一位聯合航空班機上的乘客被粗暴地拖離座位，並在飛機的走道上拖行的影片感到震驚。這個混亂的事件被同機的乘客們用手機拍了下來，且幾乎立刻就在網路上瘋狂流傳。該事件最後很快地成了這家航空公司的公關大災難，並且引起了人們有關大型企業如何待客的擔憂。

在該衝突發生之前，乘客們已經被告知該班機機位超賣，並且有四名乘客必須下機。儘管航空公司提供了美金八百元的抵用券，以及安排下一班有空位的航班，但乘客無人自願。最後航空公司隨機選出四個名字，而陶大衛（David Dao）醫師就是其中之一。

當陶醫師被告知他必須離開飛機，他便告訴聯合航空的要員解釋，他是一位醫師，而且隔天早晨必須很早工作。接著他拒絕航警們要他離開飛機的要求，說他不會放棄他的機位。在陶醫師不斷堅持他沒有意願離開後，航警們以粗暴的方式把他從椅子上拉下，並拉到走道上，使得陶醫師受傷，且必須住院治療。整起令人震驚的事件，從頭到尾被數名乘客拍了下來。

聯合航空立即遭受到大眾對於這事件的強烈反彈。而執行長Oscar Munoz因為他處理該事件的方式而受到批評，該公司的股價大跌，導致聯合航空的市值掉了好幾億美元。航空公司最後負起責任，向陶醫師道歉，並且承諾像這樣的事件未來不再發生。消費者權利團體表示，這個事件顯示出大型企業如何經常性地不尊重且不珍惜他們的顧客，而顧客們在選擇光顧某一店家時，應該考慮像這樣的事件會不會發生。

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(	現代人消費型態（consumption pattern）的改變，使得傳統的現金交易（transaction）被許多其他形式所取代。例如愈來愈多人使用信用卡（credit card）或簽帳卡（debit card），而需要到銀行提款（withdraw）的人，現在可以到無所不在的（ubiquitous）便利超商所附設的自動櫃員機（ATM; Automated Teller Machine）提款，也可直接在網路銀行（Web bank）進行轉帳（transfer）。此趨勢也使得一些已開發國家（developed country）思考是否得完全停用實質貨幣（currency）。
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(	搭機出國時，一般來說（generally speaking），必須在班機出發時間（departure time）二至三小時前抵達機場航廈（terminal），並前往航空公司櫃檯（check-in counter）辦理報到（check in）。經由地勤人員（ground crew）協助選擇班機上靠窗座位（window seat）或靠走道座位（aisle seat），並處理完托運行李（checked luggage/baggage）後，就可以到登機門（boarding gate）附近的候機室（lounge area），等待登機（boarding）。當然，若時間還充裕，有些人也會去逛逛免稅店（duty-free shop），以打發時間（kill time）。不過，乘客應該要隨時注意登機班機的廣播，備妥登機證（boarding pass），準備啟程。
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
