he serious unemployment that Taiwan has been experiencing has triggered a wave of students’ suspension of studies.  Most of the students affected intend to quit school 　(1)　 financial problems.  However, some experts suggest that quitting school is only a temporary solution

　　The main factors that 　(3)　 this recent trend are that students’ parents were laid off or suffered a reduction in their salaries. 　　導致近來休學風潮的主要原因是學生們的家長被裁員或被減薪，這波休學潮影響了建教合作的學生，他們很難找到可以實習的公司。大學以及研究所也受到影響，而私立學校所受的衝擊尤其大。

　　大部分的學生認為他們無法負擔學費。有些認為即使他們完成了學業，他們未來的工作前景仍非常差。

 Wildfires Devastate Parts of Australia
s of February 7th of this year, over thirty wildfires have been burning across large portions of Victoria State in Australia.  Government officials and local police have called these fires the worst the nation has ever experienced, far surpassing the damage and death tolls from fires in any previous year.  More than 180 people have lost their lives in the devastation and over 3,000 people have had to flee their homes, close to 1,000 of which have been lost to the flames.  Over 4,000 firefighters, most of whom are volunteers, are battling the blazes and the government has announced that it will provide aid to the affected regions in the form of money and army soldiers.

　　Australia experiences wildfires annually in its dry summer months.  A number of factors have contributed to this year’s intense fires including a lengthy drought and one of the biggest heat waves in memory.  The worst year on record, prior to this year’s outbreaks, was 1983 when over 80 people lost their lives and millions of dollars of damage was done to public and private property over a wide area.  This year’s fires have affected a region totaling over 500,000 hectares and authorities believe that the fires may still rage for anywhere from a few days to many more weeks.

　　On a more disturbing note, authorities have established that some of the fires, including one in which up to fourteen people were killed, were set deliberately by arsonists, prompting Prime Minister Alan Rudd to label the acts “mass murder”.  In addition to the dead, many people have suffered critical injuries resulting from burns and smoke inhalation.  Incredibly, the fires are so large that they are visible from space where pictures have been sent back showing large areas of Australia covered in a pall of smoke.

今年的二月七日為止，超過三十處山林大火已經蔓延維多利亞省的大部分地區。政府官員以及當地警方已經稱這是該國遭遇到最嚴重的火災。火災造成的破壞以及死亡人數統計超過之前任何一年的紀錄。已經有超過一百八十人在這場災難中喪生，且超過三千人必須逃離家園，因為有將近一千棟房屋已經遭火吞噬。超過四千名消防員正在與這些大火搏鬥，而這當中大部分消防員都是義消。政府已經宣布將提供金錢及軍隊救援給這些遭火災侵襲的地區。

　　澳洲每年在夏季乾燥的幾個月中都會經歷山林火災。一些導致今年強烈火災的原因包括了長期的乾旱，以及印象中最大的熱浪之一。在今年大火爆發之前，紀錄中最嚴重的一年是在一九八三年，當時有超過八十人喪生，且在受波及的廣大區域造成公共及私人財產數百萬元的損失。今年的火災共計已經波及了超過五十萬公頃的地區，且有關當局認為火勢仍會肆虐數天甚至數週。

　　更令人煩惱的消息是，有關當局已經證實，有些火災，其中一場有多達十四人喪生，是被縱火犯蓄意縱火導致，這使得總理亞倫．洛德將這樣的行為稱之為「大規模謀殺」。除了有人喪生外，很多人也因為大火燃燒及吸入濃煙而受重傷。令人難以置信的是，這些大火的火勢甚至大到從太空傳回的照片中都可清楚看到澳洲的大塊區域被濃濃的煙幕籠罩。
