Japanese Cyclist Dies in Taiwan
n a freak accident, a foreign visitor to Taiwan was struck by falling rocks while riding his bicycle on a road in Hualien County’s Taroko National Park. The victim, 35-year-old Japanese national Shirai Hiroyuki, was approaching the Tunnel of Nine Turns when the rockfall 　(1)　. According to witnesses, Hiroyuki was struck in the head by one of the large rocks, 　(2)　 him to crash his bicycle and lose consciousness. He sustained severe injuries and was taken to a hospital in Hualien by ambulance. After undergoing emergency surgery, Hiroyuki 　(3)　 a coma. Tragically, he died days later.

Apple Unveils Premium Smartphone
o mark the ten-year anniversary of the iPhone, consumer electronics giant Apple has released a premium version of its iconic phone. Called the iPhone X (as in “ten,” not “ex”), it offers a number of different features from Apple’s regular line of iPhones, as well as a very hefty price tag. At US$999, it is by far the most expensive phone that the company has released. The latest versions of the standard iPhone, the 8 and 8 Plus, for example, can be purchased for US$699 and US$799 respectively. Market analysts are not convinced that it will be a great success due to its price tag, but if the iPhone X proves them wrong like the 6 Plus and 7 Plus did, the company’s stock price could soar.

One of the features that makes the phone so pricey is its OLED screen. This new technology enables the screen to be thinner, lighter and brighter than the LCD screens that are the current standard for smartphones. OLED also provides improved color accuracy and sharper contrast. The screen is also borderless, giving users around 20% more screen space than they would have with a normal iPhone. 

Another unique feature of the iPhone X is that it does not have a home button, unlike all its predecessors. This may be a change that many diehard or longtime iPhone users may find difficult to adjust to. Rather than using fingerprint recognition to unlock the phone, the iPhone X relies on infrared facial recognition. Apple engineers are convinced that this type of technology will become the industry standard in the future, and so they are keen to be at the forefront of it. The phone can also be charged wirelessly, another technology that will likely be common in the coming years.

了紀念iPhone手機十週年，消費電子產品中的龍頭：蘋果公司，已經推出了其代表性的旗艦機種手機。這支叫做iPhone X的手機提供了一些與蘋果正規系列的iPhone不同的特色，以及令人咋舌的價格。iPhone X售價為999美元，它是目前該公司所發行的手機當中最貴的一支。標準iPhone最新版iPhone 8以及iPhone 8 Plus，分別用699美元以及799美元即可購得。因為它的價格，市場分析師不認為這支手機會大賣，但如果iPhone X像iPhone 6 Plus以及iPhone 7 Plus一樣，證實了分析師錯了，那麼這家公司的股價可能會大漲。
使得這支手機如此昂貴的特色之一是它的OLED螢幕。比起目前智慧型手機的標準配備LCD螢幕，這項新科技能讓螢幕更薄、更輕以及更亮。OLED也提供了較佳的色彩準確度以及更清晰的對比。這個螢幕也是無邊框的，讓使用者有了比一般iPhone 多了近20%的螢幕空間。

iPhone X另一個獨特的特色是不像iPhone以前的所有型號，它沒有主頁的按鈕。這有可能是許多死忠或長期iPhone使用者可能覺得很難適應的一項改變。沒有使用指紋辨識來解鎖手機，iPhone X依賴的是紅外線臉部辨識。蘋果工程師確信這類型的科技在未來會成為業界的標準，所以他們非常熱衷於成為先鋒。該手機也可以用無線的方式來充電，這也是未來幾年中很可能會變得普遍的另一項科技。

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(	由於越來越多人重視休閒活動（leisure activity），騎自行車的運動人口（population）也越來越多。但在騎車時必須要有一些保護措施（protection），以免容易受到傷害（injury）。騎自行車常見的傷害像是因為騎了太久產生抽筋（cramp）或肌肉拉傷（strain），或不小心跌倒時的擦傷（scrape）甚至扭傷（sprain）。若沒有戴安全帽（helmet），發生意外時可能會導致腦震盪（concussion）。因此在享受騎車的樂趣的同時，也應該做好一些預防措施（precaution），避免傷害發生。
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(	由於智慧型手機（smartphone）的普遍，現在的人出國旅遊，到了當地後便會尋找有賣手機預付卡（prepaid SIM card）的地方，以及確認預付卡儲值（top up the balance）的方式是否容易，或者是不是有上網吃到飽的方案（unlimited data plan）。另外，電信公司所覆蓋的網路（network）是否普及，也影響到了收訊（reception）品質，這些也是顧客常常考慮到的。有一些懶得做調查的人，也許就從國內購買漫遊（roaming）的方案，到當地就可以使用。當然行李（luggage）也少不了行動電源（power bank），在手機快沒電（running low）時可以立刻充電（charge）。
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
