 Illegal Preservatives Discovered in Yogurt Drinks
nvestigators with the Maoli County Health Department announced on October 15th that they had found illegal additives in batches of the “You & Me” brand of yogurt drink. As a precautionary response, close to 140,000 bottles of the drink were destroyed and the company 　(1)　 manufacturing
the product, Chang Ru Corporation, was ordered to cease operations for a month. In addition, depending
　(2)　 the outcome of an investigation by government health authorities, Chang Ru Corporation could face fines of up to NT$150,000.

Yogurt drinks are popular in Taiwan both 　(3)　 their taste and the health benefits they are believed to provide. 　(4)　 , a 65mL bottle contains billions of lactic acid bacteria which help in digestion and in regulating the gastrointestinal tract. However, the bottles of “You & Me” 　(5)　 by health authorities were found to contain not only insufficient levels of the bacteria but also the preservative dehydroacetic acid which is unsafe for human consumption. The effects of prolonged intake of the preservative include liver and kidney damage, and it has also been 　(6)　 cancer when consumed in high quantities. 

It is common for food vendors to provide small bottles of yogurt drinks 　(7)　 a complimentary gift with each lunchbox. Small manufacturers of these drinks sell their products to the vendors for as little as NT$2 a bottle. It is believed the illegal preservatives were added to the “You & Me” brand 　(8)　 extend the non-refrigerated shelf life of the drinks. 乳酸飲料發現含非法防腐劑 
栗縣衛生局的調查人員在10月15日宣布他們發現多批品牌為優安蜜的乳酸飲料中含有非法的添加物。為了小心因應，將近14萬瓶飲料被銷毀，且負責生產這項產品的昌乳股份有限公司，被下令停產一個月。此外，根據政府衛生當局調查的結果，昌乳公司可能還要面對高達新臺幣15萬元的罰款。
乳酸飲料在臺灣相當受歡迎的原因是因為它的味道好喝及人們相信它所能提供的營養價值。通常，一瓶65c.c.的乳酸飲料中含有數十億個能幫助消化且調節消化道的乳酸菌。然而，遭衛生當局檢驗的優安蜜，發現每瓶不僅含有的乳酸菌含量不足，並且有對人體消化有危害的防腐劑去水醋酸。長期吸收這種防腐劑的效果包括肝及腎功能的損害，而且當攝取量高時，還可能致癌。
小販隨每個便當贈送一小瓶乳酸飲料是很常見的。這種飲料的小製造商以每瓶兩塊錢的低價將飲料賣給小販。一般相信這種非法的防腐劑被添加到優安蜜中以延長這種飲料不冷藏的壽命。然而，因為這種乳酸飲料含有活菌，它們離開冷藏到尚能安全飲用時間最多只能2小時。雖然有關當局表示調查還在進行當中，他們也要求大眾在喝這種乳酸飲料時要特別謹慎，而且只選擇有名或聲譽好的品牌。

 Obama Wins 2009 Nobel Peace Prize
o the shock and surprise of much of the world, United States President Barack Obama was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize on October 9th. The Norwegian Nobel Committee, based in Oslo, Norway, bestowed the honor upon the new president for his work in strengthening diplomacy and cooperation between the nations of the world. In addition, the award recognizes Obama’s efforts and dreams to rid the world of nuclear weapons. According to U.S. government officials, the president will travel to Norway in December to receive the prize at a formal ceremony held there annually.

Reaction to the announcement of Obama’s win was mixed with some people feeling the young president was a worthy recipient and others being critical that he had not really done anything to truly deserve the title of Nobel Laureate. Indeed, he was nominated for the prize a mere two weeks after his inauguration as president at a time when his administration was still just taking over from that of his predecessor George W. Bush. The president himself claimed that he was surprised and humbled to have been chosen, and he felt that it was the position he held as the face of American leadership in these troubling times that won him the award. In its press release announcing Obama as the winner, the Nobel Committee stated that few people have “…captured the world’s attention and given its people hope for a better future.”
Obama joins a number of other important world leaders as the winner of the Nobel Prize including three other U.S. presidents. A relatively unkown state legislator just five years ago, Obama’s rise to the top has been meteoric. With this latest honor as another feather in his cap, Barack Obama will surely be an important historical figure in years to come.

歐巴馬贏得2009年諾貝爾和平獎
國總統歐巴馬在10月9日被頒予諾貝爾和平獎的消息令全世界很多人感到震驚及驚訝。位於挪威奧斯陸的挪威諾貝爾委員會將這項榮譽給予這位新任總統，以肯定他在強化外交以及世界各國之間的合作的努力。此外，這個獎項也讚賞歐巴馬在去除世界上的核子武器的努力及理想。根據美國政府官員表示，總統會在12月到挪威在一年一度舉辦的受獎典禮中接受這個獎項。

歐巴馬得獎這項宣布的反應複雜。有些人覺得這位年輕總統是位值得敬重的得獎者，而有些人則批評他並未做任何事情而足以得到這項諾貝爾獲獎者的頭銜。的確，他在宣布就職總統後的兩個星期就被提名這個獎項，而在當時他的政府才正從前任總統布希手中接掌一切。這位總統自己表示被提名他感到驚訝且謙卑以對，而他覺得是他身為處在危機時代的美國領袖這樣的職位為他贏得這個獎項。在宣布歐巴馬為得獎人的新聞稿中，諾貝爾委員會指出，很少人能夠「擄獲全世界的注意並給予他的人民一個更美好的未來這樣的希望。」
歐巴馬成為重要世界領袖贏得諾貝爾獎的成員之一，這其中包括其他三位美國總統。從五年前一個沒沒無聞的國會議員歐巴馬的成名十分迅速。有了這個最新的榮耀成為他另一項值得驕傲的事蹟。歐巴馬一定會是未來幾年中一位重要的歷史人物。
