Factory Fire Claims Eight Lives
factory fire in the city of Taoyuan has caused the deaths of eight people, including six firefighters attempting to rescue victims of the blaze. The fire 　(1)　 in a plant belonging to computer equipment maker Chin Poon Industrial on the evening of Saturday, April 28. In all, 　(2)　 to 200 firefighters were involved in the operation to bring the fire under control. In addition to the tragic deaths of the firefighters, two Thai workers for the company were killed. One was found dead in the building and the other died from his injuries after being rescued and 　(3)　 to the hospital. Another six firefighters suffered injuries, including five who were burned by toxic chemicals.
According to reports, when firefighters arrived on the scene at 9:30 p.m., they were 　(4)　 that there were workers unaccounted for and presumably still in the building. A group of firefighters entered the building at 9:35 p.m. in a 　(5)　 and rescue attempt. However, 20 minutes later, it was discovered that the entire back wall of the building had been 　(6)　 damaged by fire, and that the building was in danger of collapsing. 園市所發生的工廠大火已經導致八人死亡，其中包括了六位試圖搶救大火中受害者的消防隊員們。這場火災爆發於四月二十八日星期六晚間，在電腦設備製造商敬鵬公司的一間廠房中。共有近兩百名消防員們參與這次滅火行動，將火勢控制住。除了消防隊員殉職的悲劇外，該公司的兩名泰國籍員工也因此喪生。其中一名被發現喪命於該棟大樓，而另一名則是在被救出送往醫院的搶救途中傷重不治。另有六名消防隊員受傷，其中包括五名被有毒的化學物品燙傷。

根據報導，當消防隊員們在晚間九點半抵達火災現場時，他們被告知有員工下落不明，而推測應該還在該棟大樓裡。一群消防隊員在九點三十五分進入該大樓試圖搜救。然而，在二十分鐘後，整棟大樓的後牆已經遭到火勢嚴重破壞，而大樓有倒塌的危險。在大樓裡的消防隊員們透過對講機被命令要立即撤離，不過卻無法及時撤出而被困在掉落的機械中。接下來的幾個小時裡，滅火行動持續進行，來控制住火勢並救出失蹤的消防隊員。大約快到凌晨一點時，三位消防隊員從大樓中被撤出，其中兩名喪生，而另外一名傷勢嚴重需住院治療。剩餘的四名消防隊員在四點初被尋獲，但很不幸地無人倖存。

這起災難是在該城市及其周遭一連串工廠大火中最近的一起，先前還包括了十二月所發生，造成來自越南的六位工人喪命的火災。這些事件已經引發該地區對於工廠安全的嚴重擔憂。

Mark Zuckerberg Testifies before U.S. Congress
acebook founder and CEO Mark Zuckerberg was summoned to testify before Congress about concerns regarding data privacy and security. The issue was raised after it was learned that Facebook sold the personal information of tens of millions of its American users to a company called Cambridge Analytica, which allegedly used it to help Donald Trump win the 2016 U.S. presidential election. The primary concern raised was that information is being collected without users’ knowledge or consent, and that Facebook is basically spying on people by tracking their Internet activity and then selling all of this data to advertisers.
Zuckerberg’s testimony took place on April 11 and 12 in sessions that lasted five hours each. He faced the Senate on the first day, and due to many senators’ lack of understanding of the issues and how Facebook operates, he was able to avoid answering any difficult questions. On the second day of testimony, however, Zuckerberg faced a committee from the House of Representatives, which was much harder on him. Many representatives focused on how the collection of user data can be turned into a weapon to be used against democratic institutions like free and fair elections. He was also strongly criticized for not accepting the social responsibility that comes with having so much power and influence over people.
The main theme that came from the hearings was whether Facebook had become too powerful and, therefore, should be regulated by the government. But it remains unclear what they are regulating and how a company like Facebook can be fairly and appropriately regulated. One thing that seems certain, however, is that there will be more hearings like these in the future as tech companies become more and more influential.

　　　　　　　　　　　　　　　　　馬克．祖克柏出席國會作證
書創辦人兼總裁馬克‧祖克柏，為關於資料隱私及安全隱憂，受國會傳喚出庭作證。這個問題是在國會得知臉書販賣了美國用戶數千萬人的個資給一家叫做「劍橋分析」的公司後被提出，據說該公司用它來幫助川普贏得二○一六年的總統大選。起初引起關注的是資訊在用戶不知情，或未經同意的情況下而被收集，而臉書基本上一直藉由追蹤其用戶的網路活動而監控他們，然後把所有的這些資料賣給廣告商。

祖克柏的聽證會在四月十一日和十二日舉行，每一場為時五小時。在第一天他面對了參議院，而因為許多參議員對該議題以及臉書如何運作缺乏了解，他得以迴避回答很困難的問題。然而，在聽證會的第二天，祖克柏面對了來自眾議院的委員會，對他嚴苛多了。許多議員將焦點放在用戶資料的收集如何能被轉變為一種武器，來對抗像是自由公平選舉民主憲政的焦點上。因為擁有如此大的能力，及對人們的影響力，卻沒有負起社會責任，他因而被強烈地批評。

聽證會中最主要的話題，為臉書是否已經變得太強大，而因此該受到政府規範。但要規範什麼，以及像臉書這樣的公司可以如何受到公平且合宜地規範，仍不明確。然而，有一件事似乎是確定的，那就是在未來隨著科技公司變得越來越有影響力，像這樣的聽證會會更多。

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(	一個公司或機構（organization）的雇主（employer）和員工（employee），常常會為了利益（benefit），而起爭執（argument）。員工最常感到不滿的像是老闆無故資遣（lay off）、想加薪（get a pay raise）卻遭到拒絕（rejection）、工時過長（working overtime）、或是危險的工作環境（hazardous working environment）等等。他們常採取的方式可能是展開罷工（launch a strike），以求協商（negotiation），而達成一個勞資雙方都可接受的（acceptable）妥協（compromise）方式。
