Doctors Transplant HIV-Positive Organs
n a shocking example of 　(1)　 can go wrong when proper procedures are not followed, the organs of an HIV positive donor were transplanted into five unsuspecting patients.   Perhaps even more shocking is the fact 　(2)　 the blunder took place at National Taiwan University Hospital (NTUH), the top research and teaching hospital in the nation.  According to hospital officials, the mistake 　(3)　 a misunderstanding between two individuals responsible for checking the medical status of the organ donor. 醫師移植HIV陽性患者器官
沒有遵循正確的程序而可能會出差錯的一個令人震驚的例子中，一位HIV陽性反應器官捐贈者的器官被移植到五位不疑有他的病患身上。也許更令人震驚的是這個大錯竟是發生在國內頂尖研究及教學醫院──臺大醫院。根據醫院職員指出，這項錯誤是因為兩位負責確認器官捐贈者病況之間的誤會所造成。醫院的規定要求捐贈者的健康狀況必須在任何一項程序進行之前用電腦檢視過。然而，在這個案例中，竟只是以一通簡單的電話通話完成。移植工作小組的代表顯然誤會了這個捐贈者是HIV陰性而非陽性。移植工作小組竟懶得去核對測試的結果，而移植的程序就按既定計劃進行，使用了受到感染的器官。批評者指向醫院在遵循程序時一個系統上的失敗，並表示如果參與該項工作的人確實做好他們的工作，這項不幸的事件可以輕易地避免。

在臺灣每一年都有數萬人因為醫師、護士和其他醫療技術人員在治療的過程中所犯的錯誤而受到傷害。在這次的案例中，這項醫療疏失所造成的後果實際上可能會是很可怕的。那些接受感染器官的病人要到明年初才能知道他們是否感染到致命的HIV病毒。至於與這項任務失敗有關的醫療工作人員，臺大醫院器官移植小組召集人已經辭職，而那些參與過程的醫師們可能會因為他們的疏忽而面臨長達十年的牢獄之災。

Libyan Dictator Deposed
fter more than forty years as the leader of Libya, Muammar Gaddafi has been removed from power following a bloody civil war.  The war, which began in mid-February of this year, pitted rebel forces opposed to his rule against police and military units which were loyal to the dictator.  Forces on each side struggled for months to gain the upper hand.  With the support of NATO aircraft, however, the tide of the war finally turned in favor of the rebels, and in August they were able to capture the capital city of Tripoli and gain control of the country.  Gaddafi was forced to flee, and while his whereabouts are still unknown, he is wanted by both domestic and international authorities for crimes against humanity.

Muammar Gaddafi came to power in 1969 as the leader of a group of military officers that deposed the country’s monarch, King Idris.  During the following decade, Gaddafi solidified his hold on power by crushing any dissent to his rule and imprisoning or executing political opponents and critics.  In the latter part of the decade, he began building up the Libyan military and used much of the nation’s oil wealth to buy weapons.  By the mid-1980s, Gaddafi had been alienated from much of the world due to his radical anti-Western views and his sponsorship of terrorist acts abroad.  In the past decade, however, his views had softened somewhat, and he sought acceptance in the international community. 

Any chance of reconciliation, however, has ended with his ouster.  In addition to the human rights abuses that Gaddafi is accused of, his critics claim that he and his friends and family lived a life of luxury while the majority of the Libyan people suffered high unemployment and poverty.  They promise that the man and his supporters will be brought to justice and made to pay for their actions.

利比亞狂人下臺
一場血腥的內戰之後，身為利比亞領袖逾四十年的穆阿邁爾．格達費，政權已經瓦解。這場在今年二月中開始的戰爭，使得反對他統治的反叛軍與對這位獨裁者忠心耿耿的軍警單位互相較量。雙方的武力幾個月來努力的想要占上風。然而，有北大西洋公約組織的空軍支持，反叛軍逐漸占了上風，而在八月他們能夠攻占首都黎波里，並控制整個國家。格達費被迫逃亡，且雖然他的行蹤仍然不明，國內以及國際間反對人權犯罪組織都想找到他。

格達費在一九六九年成為一群罷免該國國王伊德里斯一世的軍官領導者，因而取得了權力。在接下來的十年裡，格達費藉由粉碎對他統治的異議，以及將反對者及批評者監禁和處死的方式來鞏固其政權。在該十年的後半時期，他開始建立利比亞軍隊，而且將該國大部分的石油財富拿來買武器。到了一九八○年中期，格達費已經被世界大部分國家所疏離，因為他激進的反西方世界觀點以及對國外恐怖行動的資助。不過在過去的這十年來，他的看法已有些微軟化，而且他也尋求國際社會的接受。

然而，任何一個和解調停的機會已經隨著他的下台而結束。除了被指控他對於人權的侵犯外，他的批評者聲稱，當大部分利比亞人民遭受極高的失業率及貧窮所苦時，他和他的親友們卻過著奢華的生活。他們承諾格達費以及他的支持者將會被繩之以法，並且為他們的所作所為付出代價。
