This tradition still continues
today. The first official Independence Day
celebration took place at the Whitehouse
on July 4", 1801. On that day, Jefferson
threw an open-house party, serving
punch and sweets to the guests.

Today, the Fourth of July is a

national holiday in the US. It is a day that
most Americans look forward to.
